2026 Rules and Regulations

1. Enrollment form and fees of $10/ animal are due at TAGGING DAY

2. Checkor money order made payable to the “Somerset County Fair”. NO CASH. Any returned checks for non-sufficient
funds must be collected by June 30 or the exhibitors livestock entry will be voided. All associated fees, plus and
additional $30 fee will be due.

3. Allanimals will be ear tagged and the countywide tag-in day. All other identification tags, with the exception of PA BAI
and other health tags, will be removed.

4. |If atfair the ear tag number on the enrollment form does not match the ear tag number on animal and health form, the
animal must go home.

5. Exhibitor must show his/her own animal. Request for substitution of showman for show day must be made in writing
to the fair specie superintendent prior to the show. Show day circumstances can be addressed verbally by the specie
superintendent. Substitute showman may not compete for showmanship awards. Substitute showman must be from
the county, showing the same species.

6. Animals must be cared for and fed in Somerset County by the exhibitor.

7. Be sure to use only grooming products that are approved for use on meat and dairy when fitting your animals for show.
Unapproved products may contain ingredients that result in unacceptable residues in the meat or milk. If you are not
certain that a product is residue safe and approved for use on meat or dairy animal DO NOT USE IT.

8. Exhibitors must be 8-21 years of age as of January 1% 2026.

9. *NEW?* All pens must be cleaned out by the exhibitor by 7pm on sale day or a $50 cleaning fee will be taken from
the sale check.

10. *NEW* NO MOVING OR TAKING APART PENS

Specific Species Rules

A. GOATS
1.0nly does and wethers may be shown. All castrations must be healed.
1. All market goats must have a scrapie tag regardless of sex or age.
2. All goats should be less than one year of age and have milk teeth. All dehorning scars must be healed.
3. Animals will be judged by weight class, not by breed.
4. Goats must be clipped before weighing in. No blankets are permitted at weigh-in
B. LAMBS
1. Only wethers and ewe lambs may be shown. All castrations must be healed.
2. All market lambs must have a scrapie tag regardless of sex or age.
3. Lambs must be shorn with the fleece measuring less then Y inch. Lambs must also be dry in order to weigh-in. No
blankets are permitted at weigh-in.
C. SWINE
1.  Only barrows and gilts may be shown. Hogs showing evidence of one or both testicles will be disqualified.
2. Itisrecommended that all swine be vaccinated with two doses of erysipelas vaccine. Be sure to follow withdrawal
labels.
3. 840 tags must be on Health papers and match to the animal before unloading at fair. 840 tags are issued by Vet or
breeder.
4. All pigs must sell.
