2026 Youth Fair Poster Contest

The Pennsylvania Department of Agriculture will once again conduct a statewide poster contest at the agricultural
fairs. Participating fairs will hold their own contest and submit one poster from each age group to the state level
for additional judging and cash prizes. Entries must be received by or postmarked on November 1, 2026.

1.

Only one poster may be submitted per exhibitor, per age
group. There will be three state competitions: ages 8-11,
12-14, and 15-18. Exhibitors must be in one of these age
groups as of June 1 of the current fair season to qualify.

The poster size must be either 14 x 22 inches
or 14 %2 x 22 inches. Other sizes will not be
accepted for judging at the state level.

The fair secretary or contest coordinator is responsible
for submitting the poster and completing the entry form
for each poster with each age group to the Fair Office.
Please be sure to provide all the information requested
on the entry form; incomplete forms will be returned.

Posters must be packaged flat. Posters rolled or
folded will be ineligible for judging. Please, do not
mail the posters to the PA Farm Show Complex.

Posters must be received by, or post
marked on November 1, 2026.

Posters will be evaluated on use of the
theme, visual appearance and creativity
in relation to the exhibitor’s age.

Premium checks for: 1st place: $100 - 2nd place: $75

« 3rd place: $50 . These checks will be presented

by the Pennsylvania Department of Agriculture

to the top three individuals. Winners will be

notified in advance and invited to attend an awards
presentation. Participants are required to provide
their social security numbers for award disbursements
from the PA Department of Agriculture.

All posters will become the property of the Pennsylvania
Department of Agriculture for possible future
promotional activities for the Pennsylvania Farm Show
and Pennsylvania State Association of County Fairs.

Any duplication of posters from previous years will

be disqualified. Posters will not be returned via mail.
Contestants may arrange to have their entries returned
following the PA Farm Show through their individual
fairs; however, the posters must be picked up in person
at the PSACF Convention or Spring Zone Meetings.

The
cash awards will be in the form of higher education
scholarships and will be presented upon verification
of enroliment from the higher education institution.

6. All contestants must apply through their local fair.
Itis a requirement that local fairs follow the rules
set forth by the State Queen Committee in order
to have a conleslant in the slate competition. It
is the responsibility of the fair or the individual
contestant to pay for the expense involved in
attending the slate competition in January.

State Queen Contest entry forms will be available
from the secretary-treasurer of the PSACF by
mid-August All entries are due by September.

Contestants must meet these requirements:

» Never married young ladies between the
ages of 16 as of June 1,and 20 inclusive.

» Residents of Somerset County.

» Mustbe available to reside over
activities during Fair Week.

STATE COMPETITION FAIR QUEEN RULES AT THE STATE COMPETITION:

SOMERSET COUNTY FAIR QUEEN CONTEST

Fair Queen $1,000 - 1st Runner-up: $300 - 2nd Runner-up: $250
$50 each for promenade, speech, interview, and fair knowledge

Local judging consists of the following:

1. Poise, Appearance, Neatness, Speaking Ability,
and Knowledge of the fair industry.

2. An essay (300 words or less) on“What My Fair Means to My Community.”
3. A 3-to-5 minute speech on “Why You Should Come to My Fair.”

Below are the Official PA Fair Queen Program

rules. Each Fair Queen contestant must

1. Beafemalewhoisa U.S. citizen and
aresident of Pennsylvania.

2. Beatleastage 16, but no older than 20, years of age
as of June 1 of the year entering the local contest

3. Becertified as the winner by thelocal
fair where she was crowned.

4, Have not been aformer local Fair Queen winner,
nor a former State Fair Queen contestant

5. Not hold any other title for any other commodity
group or pageant during her reign.

6. Have her parent(s)’ or guardian(s)’
consent to enter the competition.

7. Besingle, have never been married, have not
been pregnant nor given birth to a child.

8. Actinaccordance with the PA Fair Queen
“Behavior Policy” - see below

9. Meetall time commitments, Queen
obligations and Dress Code as set forth
by the PA Fair Queen Program.

FAIR QUEEN BEHAVIOR POLICY:

The Contest’s governing Board shall have the sole
discretion to determine whether, inits judgment,

the Queen, Alternate or Contestants may continue to
participate in the Program, in the event that Board
determines that any statement or representationis
not true and accurate, or that any action is inconsistent
with the rules, standards and dignity of the Program.

The following will be considered violations of
the Policy and will be grounds forimmediate
disqualification dismissal and/or being
banned from future Queen competitions:

1. Anyinfractions of any Queen Contest rules.

2. Smoking, drinking alcoholic beverages, chewing
gum, foul language and/or public displays of
affection to dates/boyfriends while wearing crown
and/or sash and representing the Queen Program.

3. Engagementin any illegal, unpartisan,
unethical, indecent and/or morally questionable
behavior, including but not limited to online
representations on the Internet such as social
networking sites (Facebook and MySpace).

4. Use of anyillegal controlled dangerous
substances or abusing the use of alcohol
or other dangerous substances.

5. Anydefamation of the Queen Contest, its
winners and contestants, and the Fair or the
PA Fair Queen Program and their Directors and
Committee members, whether it be oral or
written. This includes postings on the Internet

6. Anyuncooperative or unsportsmanlike conduct
before, during or after the competition.

7. Any unsolicited or unauthorized
appearances or representations of the
Queen Program in crown and banner.

FAIR QUEEN DRESS CODE:

Wearing of the Fair Queen crown and/or sash

is to be considered an honor and privilege.

The bearer represents herself, her family, her

community and Fair. Therefore professional

appearance is expected while in crown and sash:

1. Attire thatis conducive to the specificappearance
or event (i.e. business casual, formal, etc.)

2. No jeans, sneakers, flip flops or boots.
No visible piercings (other than earrings) or tattoos.

4. No outfit thatis too low cut, too
short or too revealing.

5. No dothing that advertises, promotes, or glorifies
the use of alcohol, tobacco, drugs, or anything
inconsistent with the dignity of the Queen Program.

Serving as the 2025 Somerset County Fair
Queen has been one of the most meaningful
and life-changing experiences of my life.

» Keep new animals isolated from other
animals already on the promises for
atleast 14 days, and care for these
isolated animals last, then shower,
change clothes, and clean and disinfect
boots before moving to other areas
of the farm. Check these isolated
animals daily for any signs of iliness.

Treat any animals that have beento a
fair or show as if they were new animals.
Keep themisolated from the other
animals for at least 14 days, care for
them last, then shower, change clothes,
and clean and disinfect boots before
moving to other areas of the farm.
Check them daily for any signs of illness.

If you have taken horses along to

the fair, when you return home,

keep them isolated from livestock

on the farm for 14 days. Although
horses are not susceptible to FMD
and many other livestock diseases,
they can act as carriers of the diseases
and should be kept away from
livestock for 14 days for this reason.

Do not allow visitors who have traveled
from a Foot-and-Mouth-Disease-
infected country to enter your property.
If they must, have them shower upon
arrival, and provide clean clothing

and shoes for them. Any items that
accompanied them should be cleaned
and then disinfected with a cloth
dipped in a mild bleach solution (2.5

oz. bleach per gallon of water).

Pets that have traveled froma
foreign country should be bathed
andrinsed in a vinegar solution
(50 percent vinegar in water).

Do not allow pets to roam freely
on your property: They may
become carriers of the FMD virus
or other diseases and spread
disease to susceptible animals.

Limit the traffic onto your property,
both human and vehicular.

Any supplies or equipment that
was taken to the fair should be
cleaned and disinfected again
before it is taken back to the farm.

If supplies or pieces of equipment
are shared between farms,

they should be cleaned and
disinfected between farms.

Observe your livestock daily for any
unusual behavior, especially lameness,
decreased appetite, increased

Same
rule applies where there are fewer
entries in any class than the number of
premiums offered. The judges may, at
their discretion, award a prize or prizes
of such grade as the exhibit deserves.
The fair reserves the right to determine
how many entries they will accept from
an exhibitor in the same class, or in
the case of livestock, the same breed.

6. The decision of the judges shall
befinalin all cases except where
mistakes, fraud, misrepresentation, or
collusion, not discovered at the time
of award, is proven.

Food products cannot be polluted with
any substance or chemical that causes
them to become poisonous and unfit
to be used as food. The fair should
notify the Pennsylvania Fair fund in
such cases and may void any premiums
that might have been awarded. No
exhibit may be removed at any time
before the close of the fair except

by consent of the management.

Every exhibit accepted for premiums
must be given an entry tag which must
be plainly marked, showing the name of
the exhibit. In the case of livestock, the
breed name must be shown on cards
large enough that the breed nameis
readily identified by the viewers or, if the
livestock is grouped together, according
to breeds, one large sign to designate the
group will be satisfactory. However, the
award winners must be placed on the
stall of the pen of the individual winners
for the duration of the fair or show and,
in the case of poultry entry tags showing
species must be plainly exhibited on
each coop and winning stickers must
appear on such entry tags showing
winners.

Failure to comply with this regulation
will result in forfeiture of premiums.

It will be the duty of the fair or show
officials to see that this regulation

is complied with. Where award

ribbons are stolen or destroyed, the
exhibitor may receive a duplicate at

the close of fair or show which shall be
supplied by the fair, free of charge.

No exhibitor or his
agent shall communicate with the judge
during time of determining the awards
except to answer questions proposed

by the judges. Any exhibitor or persons
interfering with the judges while making
awards shall forfeit any premiums to
which he would otherwise be entitled.

Alllivestock offered for premiums
must be the property of the owners
thirty (30) days or longer.

No person shall be allowed in the
ring while stock is being judged
except judges, superintendents,
and necessary attendants.

Should any animal awarded a prize
be disqualified, the animals gaining
the lower prizes shall move into the
next higher position, if, in the opinion
of the judges, the animals are worthy
of such prizes. Disqualification will
include immediate removal of animal
from fairgrounds and forfeiture

of all premiums and awards.

Overfitting of cattle, sheep, hogs and
goats, will be discriminated against. Any
artificial means used to change the form
or shape of an animal will disqualify it
from competition. No mechanical or
injectable alterations made to animals.
No muzzles on lambs or goats.

When on exhibition in the ring, each
animal must be under halterand in
charge of owner or employee.

Joint ownership considered to
be as one owner in accordance
with regulation papers.

Livestock may be judged on the Danish
System for ribbon awards only, but
not for reimbursable premiums.

Any exhibitor or other individual
who alters pen assignments or
removes panels or gates without
barn superintendents approval
is subject to disciplinary action
atthe fairboards discretion.

. All exhibitors, their family members

and others acting on the behalf of

the exhibitor must display good
sportsmanship and actin a courteous
manner at the fair. Unsportsmanlike
conduct will be referred to the fair board
for appropriate action, if the Committee
deems necessary. Unsportsmanlike
conduct may include but is not limited
to physical actions, threats, or outbursts
of profanity, or tampering with another
exhibitor’s animals. Committee action
is not limited to the following but

may result in the exhibitor found in
violation to be barred from current

or future participation at the fair.

All animals admitted to the fair shall be identified by a unique and permanent ear tag, tattoo,
brand or records of unique physical attributes. Animals known to be infected with or exposed to any
contagious, infectious or external parasitic disease, and animals restricted by quarantine may not be

assembled for show purposes.

All animals admitted to the fair must comply with applicable state (7 PA Code) or federal (9 CFR)

rules.

Animals presented for exhibition will be subject to inspection by show officials and will be rejected
if evidence of infectious, contagious or parasitic disease is apparent or if health certification or

identification documentation is not acceptable.

All show animals should be held in isolation for at least 30 days after return to the herd of origin

22. Tofilea complaint or protest regarding
aperceived infraction of a SCF rule one
must submit a fee of $500 to the Show
Committee. Individuals protesting
must be a livestock exhibitor (18 years
old or older) or parent/guardian of a
livestock exhibitor that year. The Show
Committee will not release the name
of the individual filing the protest. The
fee will be refunded only if the protest
is sustained by the Show Committee.

The Show Committee also reserves
theright to review any potential rules

violation on its own without a complaint

first being filed. The Show Committee,
inits discretion, will determine the
appropriate action, if any, and reserves
theright to use any combination of
tools and/or technology to conducta

thorough investigation pertaining to the
protest. If the results of the investigation

clearly do not support the complaint or
protest, the matter will be dropped.

If the results of the investigation appear
to support the complaint or protest,
the Show Committee will provide

the participant who is the subject

of the complaint or protest with a
meeting, where the participant and

the participant’s family and any other

involved parties will have an opportunity

to present evidence orargument in
their defense. The meeting time and

location will be at the Show Committee’s

discretion and within 24 hours of the

complaint. The party making the protest

may attend and present evidence or
argument in support of the protest.

Following the meeting, the Show
Committee will decide and inform
the participants of its decision
within 48 hours of the meeting.
